Books |
ant I (from Clapter | fo chapter 162) are concerned wilh the provisions governing the
General section. and book 1 {chapter 163, chapter 607) to provisicns poverning (le privote
seetion.

For a ketter understanding of this private section, a collection of new rex's have been added,
including other crimes conceming particular categeries of persons, positions or seclors, or
laws outside the eriminal field such as reconstiuction costs, fraud, banking. employment,
elections, companies ...

Achriet reading of book 11T of Moroccan Penal Code, enlitied *Vanouws Ollences and
Purishment”, reveals that the legislator has divided it into two paris: the first has been devated
Lo sriminal and disciplinary offsnces, while the second  part deals with the oreanization of
the offences.

Ihe first part, which is the mest important, is divided into ten chepters:

Chapter 11 Crimes and delicts: against Stale security.

Clapier 2: Crimes and misdemeanors.

Despite some attempts to downplay women’s role in independence, the newr gender
dynamic horne ont of (he independence movement still carries enormous weight in Moroccan
sociely. creating a uniquely Maghrebiand felamic brand of feminism. Finally, Westein
infuence threugh elobalization and the French colonial legacy has created pressure on
warmen (o look, dress, and act European, a trend that runs counter to Morocen's own rich
wadition of Islamic faminism.

The Ben M’sik Community Museury (BMOM] is a hingeaning musenm housed at the Facnlty
of Letters and Humanities, Ben M'sik, loceted at the heart ol Ben M sik neighborbeod of
Casablanca. The decision 1o create the Ben M sik Community Musewm, the liest o ils kind in
Meroceo, 1s an indication of its commitment to establish deeper contacts with the community
it serves. The BMCM's mission “to preserve memory by interpreting. exhibiting, and
nromoting the steries of the diverse populations of the naighborhood und its region™ suppor

ihe University’s own mission of inereasing the number of interactions wilh pertners belonging

1 it8 socic-econmmnic environment,

OF the less than 20 musznms in Moroceo, the BMOM s one of tee tocated i
Cusablunca, The BMOM is unique in its focus as 2 center of communiry engagement. The
museum displays a collection of artifacts, old kitchen ulensils, old instruments for wesving
traditional clothes and carpets, traditional musical instruments and photographs. But unlike
traditional museums that primarily collect and display antiquities and greal works of ant, the
BMCN sesks also fa document the duy-lo-day lives ol local residents. Ben Msik is the
largest, poorest. and maost densely populated of Casablanca’s six districts. It has lang been
considered a *
dicughlsiricken Chaovin and Doukala regions ol Morezeo. The culiural, religious, and ethuic

wlding roon™ for successive waves ol migrants  most recenlly from the

diversity of thiz neighborhond, where such differsnces me echoed in the Awbic and Anzigh
lungunges spoken by its residents, underscores the need {or a shared space ol representation
that is simultaneously a gathering place whers different voices ard views onghl be
understood. Sinve (he 1980, the loeel government has recognized (he needs of this vast and
complex community and has worked to improve social canditions by establishing cultwa’ and
sacial insttations in the aren.

Ovwer the past [ew years, he BMUM has hosted Bve exhibitions and several workshops
and symposia Tocused on Casablanca’s and Marocee's histary and culture. The recent
comnletion of the traveling exhibition (Ben M’sik: Crealing Conmmunily in Casublanea), in



partnesstip with Kennesaw Stale University, Georgia, USA, is hur one example of the
motivation of Hassan 11 University, Faculty of Letters and Humanitics, Ben M7sik, and
studznts for connesting witl their own cominunily. The exhibit is comprised of ten fabric
panels, each of which tells a part of the rich story of this diverse and unique rzighborhood in
Moroven.
